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The First Human Language

Around 50,000 years ago, something happened to our ancestors in Africa. Modern
humans, who had existed for at least 150,000 years prior, suddenly began behaving
differently. Until then, their conduct scarcely differed from that of their human-like
cousins, the Neanderthals. Both modern humans and the Neanderthals buried their
dead; both used stone tools; and as social apes, both had some form of communication,
which some think was gestural.

But then, "almost overnight, everything changes very rapidly," says Merritt Ruhlen,
a lecturer in the Anthropological Sciences Department at Stanford University in Palo
Alto, California. Humans began making much better stone tools. They started burying
their dead with clothing and equipment. And perhaps most telling, Homo sapiens, the
"wise" apes, began creating art.

Many scientists think that fully modern human language enabled this "great leap
